Tiger Mowers was facing a
dilemma. Due to supply chain
issues brought on by the covid
pandemic, they were told that the
high-strength hundred-thousand
yield rectangular tubes needed

to make the booms for their
products would not be available
for at least a year.

Only 2 steel mills in the world
were making this tubing. One

was in the USA, and another

in Finland. And neither had a
timeline on when they could
work this tubing back into their
production schedule.
